4.  CONDITIONS FOR CONTRACT
1.  Scope of work

The scope of work consists of supply of all items required 

a. 
SITC of equipments at Chitranjali Studio, Thiruvallom, Thiruvananthapuram, Kalabhavan Digital Studio, Vazhuthacaud, Trivandrum and Chithranjali Studio, Kakkanad, Kochi.

The tenderer shall visit and verify the existing Studio installation before 
offering the tender.

2.  Acceptance of tender : The tender shall not be deemed to have been accepted unless and until notice in writing to such acceptance by the buyer has been delivered to the tenderer flowing by  work order


The date of acceptance of the tender shall be the date on which the Communication regarding the acceptance sent to the tenderer.


The right to accept the tender shall rest with the buyer. The buyer however does not bind himself to accept the lowest tender.  Buyer reserves the authority to reject any or all the tenders received without assigning any reason whatsoever.

3.  Placement of Order

The communication regarding acceptance of the tender will be followed by the    formal work order.  Hereinafter referred to as the ‘Order’.

4.  Delivery and Completion Period:


The equipment covered by this tender shall be supplied, complete in all respects, and installed tested and commissioned within ONE month from the issue of the work order.

5.  EMD/Security Deposit/Performace Guarantee
     
Tenderer should deposit   an amount of Rs.37,500/- towards  EMD. If the tender is finalized, the tenderer shall submit 5% of the contract value as performance guarantee. Atleast 50% of the performance guarantee will be in the form of treasury fixed deposit, and rest in the form of Bank Guarantee.  In addition to the performance guarantee, a security deposit @ 2.5% of the gross amount shall be deducted from the running /final bill of the contractors.  Final claims regarding EMD, performance guarantee and security deposit will be released only after the expiry of defect liability period. Security deposit can be released against the Bank Guarantee on its accumulation of minimum amount of Rs.5 lakh.  The minimum amount of bank guarantee shall not be less than Rs.5 lakh at a time.

6.  Packing


The equipment/goods shall be packed to prevent damage, deterioration and/or loss during transit.  The supplier shall be responsible for any damage deterioration or loss that may occur due to defective packing.  The supplier shall make good such damage, deterioration and/or loss at his own cost and responsibilities.

7.  Transit Insurance
The supplier shall arrange for the required transit insurance of the consignment at his own cost and responsibility.  The insurance shall cover all the damage, loss, deterioration etc that may occur during transport from the place of dispatch to the buyer’s premises.

8.  Testing

The supplier shall carry out all the tests according to relevant standards on the various equipments supplied by him and furnish the test results to the buyer.  

     Test shall  be  carried  out  on  the  equipment  before despatch  from  the place of  manufacturer  and  if  the  buyer  desires  so,  such  tests  shall be carried out in      the presence of the buyer or his representatives and dispatch shall be carried out in      the  presence  of the buyer or his representative and dispatch shall be carried out in the presence of the buyer or his representative and dispatch shall be effected only after the buyer certificate in writing that the results of the test are satisfactory and  that the equipment confirms to the specification as per the contract.


At every stage during manufacture and after completion of manufacture, such Equipment and every part thereof shall be tested in conformity with relevant standards, codes of practice and requirements of the buyer.
9.  After sale service.

The supplier shall furnish full details of the after sale service that can be provided in the case of  equipment covered by the contract.

10. Liquidated Damages
The  delivery and  completion period  as  agreed  in  the  agreement  shall  be  the  essence  of      the  Contract.  If  the  supplier fails  to complete the work within the time agreed or     extended, the supplier has to pay to the buyer as Liquidated Damages for such delay     or default.  For every day or part of a day which shall lapse between the time agreed      or extended time as the case may  be  and the actual time of completion of the work      an equal amount to 0.5% (Half percent) of the total value of the contract will be      charged from the tenderer or such as the buyer may decide (whose decision shall be  final) subject to the maximum of 10% (ten percent) of the total value of the contract. 

The buyer, without prejudice, to any other method of recovery deduct  the amount  of  such  damages  from  any  money  in  buyer  hands  due  or which may become due to the Tenderer  under  this  or any other contract with the buyer. The payment  of deduction  of such  damages  shall  not  leave the Tenderer from any of his obligations and liabilities under this contract.

11.  Defect Liability

This will be one year from the date of successful commissioning of the system/  Equipment supplied by the tenderer.  For this an amount of 2.5% of the contracted  amount  will be kept as security deposit    which  will  be released  only  after  the defects liability period.     During this period the supplier shall replace the item for which fault is noticed and  attend to any problem that is reported at their cost.  If required recalibration has to be done.

Any defect  or fault which may appear in any of the equipment/ accessories within 12 months from the date of commissioning  of the equipment/accessories arising   in  the  opinion  of  the buyer from the materials or workmanship not in accordance   with the contract, shall upon the directions  in writing of the buyer, and within such    reasonable  time  as  shall  be specified therein be amended and made good by the   tenderer at his own cost and responsibility at buyer’s premises and in case of default,    the  buyer  may  employ  and  pay  other  persons  to  amend and make good such  defects  and  faults  and  faults  and  all  damages,  loss  and expenses consequent   thereon  or  incidental  thereto  shall  be  made good borne by the vendor and such  damages, loss and expenses shall be recoverable from the vendor by the buyer.

Preventive maintenance of the equipment during the guarantee period shall   be undertaken by the tenderer as per norms.

12.  Force Majeure
In the case of the buyer is not liable to discharge the obligations from time to time in respect of contract due to reasons beyond their control the supplier shall not be eligible for any compensation.
